Governors have an important part to play in helping schools to run effectively. They work as part of a team
with the Head of School and school staff to help provide a happy, safe and thriving learning environment and

As a Parent Governor, you will be well placed to understand parents’ views and have first-hand knowledge of
how the school is run. You will have the opportunity to work toward improving the school experience not only
for your own child but for children in years to come.

B e C o m e q This voluntary role can be challenging yet extremely rewarding and is a great way to build on your personal

and professional skills. You will be supported in the role through training and mentoring allowing you to use
your knowledge and experience to the full extent.

Parent Governor

You will work with the Local Governing Body (LGB) to develop the school’s vision and priorities, review
educational performance and make strategic decisions.

Parent Governors are representative parents rather than representatives of parents. You will not be expected
to gather the views of other parents and take them to Governors meetings or to personally become involved in
individual concerns. You will need to be able to present a balanced and impartial view, based on the benefits
for all children.

Local governor meetings are held three times a year and may be combined with school visits focused on school
priorities. You will receive reports from the headteacher and senior leaders and need to be able to question,
challenge and support decisions. You will also be expected to visit the school as a governor which can be a
quite different experience to visiting as a parent!

The governing body operates a code of conduct which sets an ethos of professionalism and high expectations

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Acorns/Birch Update

There has been some great learning happening this week! Birch children have been learning to use
subordinating conjunctions, such as ‘when’ to join two clauses, rules to add suffixes when adding ‘ed’
and reinforcing their confidence in using commas in a list — lots fo remember! Birch children have also
been developing their mathematical vocabulary in Maths, using terms such as vertices, sides and
faces to describe 2d/ 3d shape.

Acorns have been developing their recall of the story, ‘Stick Man’ - acting it out, developing their
knowledge of the characters and settings efc. They also planned and made some very creative
‘floating’ devices to enable Stickman to stay dry in the water!

In Geography, the Birch children did some fieldwork in the school grounds. We started by getting a
birds-eye view, using Google Earth. With this, we were able to identify physical/ human features. We
also then used metre sticks and frundle wheels to measure distances plus took photos to compare.
Acorn children investigated and labelled features of the playground. (ie shed)
