Acorn/Birch Class Update



In English this week, the children have continued exploring the  text- ‘Highrsie Mystery.’ The children 
have used figurative language to describe the setting of the cornered off police scene and have 
written newspaper articles, which have given details of the body that has been found. 
In Maths, the Yr 3/4 have understood what the perimeter is and how to work it out using addition. 
Whereas the Yr 5/6 have looked at areas of triangles and parallelograms. They have also started 
looking at volume and how to work out the area of 3D shapes. 
In Science this week, the Yr 3/4 children have learnt how water is transported around the Earth by 
drawing and labelling the water cycle. The Yr 5/6 children have learnt about highbred animals and 
how they have come about. 
During their P.E lesson of dance, the children have practised and added more onto their rainforest 
dance, which has been inspired by the animals, explorers and tribal people that live there.  The 
children have worked hard at remembering the sequence and working in partners.
